For those
parents that require it because of work or study
commitments we offer additional sessions above the 15
hours. This varies from term to term and the spaces are
only available once all children eligible for entry have
been accommodated. Our charges for these sessions
have remained unchanged since 2016. However, due to

have made the difficult decision to increase the costs of
these additional sessions to £5.50 per hour from the
start of the Summer term. This will ensure we can
continue to provide the high quality of care and
education.
